ORDINANCE NO. 03-09

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF NEVADA, TEXAS AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 00-02, ZONING ORDINANCE, SECTION 8 – 8.4, OFF STREET PARKING AND LOADING REQUIRMENTS; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS,
the City of Nevada is a Type A, General Law Municipality, and

WHEREAS,
the City Council may adopt ordinances not inconsistent with state law that the governing body deems proper for the government of the municipality; and

WHEREAS,
Chapter 211 of the Texas Local Government Code provides for the adoption of zoning and planning regulations; and

WHEREAS,
Chapter 212 of the Texas Local Government Code provides for the regulations of subdivisions; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BT THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF NEVADA, TEXAS:

Section 1

That the above recitals are hereby found to be true and correct and incorporated herein

 for all purposes.

Section 2

Section 8 – 8.4 of the Zoning Ordinance No. 00-02, is hereby amended to read:

“8.4  A parking space shall contain a minimum of two hundred (200) square feet and

 shall be approximately ten (10) feet in width and twenty (20) feet in depth. All parking

 spaces, parking or maneuvering aisles shall be paved or be of another approved surface

 as provided by City ordinance. However, all driveways for residential buildings shall be

 constructed to be of the same or better surface than the street from which the driveway

 enters.”

Section 3

Severability

If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be

adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional, the same shall not affect the validity of this

Ordinance as a whole or any part of provisions thereof, other than the part so decided to

be invalid or unconstitutional.

Section 4

Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances

All ordinances, orders or resolutions heretofore passed and adopted by the City Council

of the City of Nevada, Texas, are hereby repealed to the extent that said

ordinances, orders and resolutions, or parts thereof, are in conflict herewith.

Section 5

Effective Date

Inasmuch as this is a zoning ordinance for the purpose of promoting the public health,

safety and general welfare, the City Council finds and determines that the passage of this

Ordinance is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and

safety, and shall become effective on or after the date of its adoption by the City Council.
