ORDINANCE 04-04
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF NEVADA, TEXAS PROVIDING AN AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE 02-10, FENCE REGULATIONS, ESTABLISHING REGULATIONS FOR ANY FENCE WITHIN THE INCORPORATED LIMITS OF THE CITY OF NEVADA; PROVIDING FOR ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT; PROVIDING A PENALTY OF A FINE NOT TO EXCEED $500 FOR THE VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEVADA, TEXAS:

Section 1
Applicability

That Ordinance 02-10, is amended to specify that, with the exception of Agriculture zoning or Agricultural exemption on a property, construction of a fence for the front or either side of any residential or commercial property that would be considered the front of the subject property and/or open to the view of the general public requires a Specific Use permit granted by approval of the City Council.

Section 2
Objectionable Materials
That Ordinance 02-10, Fence Regulations is amended to exclude the use of barbed wire, hog wire, electric fencing, sheet metal, or other materials deemed objectionable to the public view in the opinion of the City Council for the fencing of front or side yards as defined in Section 1 which are open to the view of the general public.

Section 3
Hazardous Materials
a. That Ordinance 02-10 is amended to exclude materials such as barbed wire which present a hazard to pedestrian traffic, are visually objectionable, and are not permitted in areas as defined in Section 1.

b. b.
That Ordinance 02-10 is amended to exclude materials such as hog wire which present a hazard to pedestrian traffic, are visually objectionable, and are not permitted in areas as defined in Section 1.

c. That Ordinance 02-10 is amended to exclude materials such as electric fencing which present a hazard to pedestrian traffic, are visually objectionable, and are not permitted in areas as defined in Section 1.

d. That Ordinance 02-10 is amended to exclude materials such as sheet metal, which present a hazard to pedestrian traffic, are visually objectionable, and are not permitted in areas as defined in Section 1.

e. That Ordinance 02-10 is amended to exclude other materials which, in the opinion of the City Council, present a hazard to pedestrian traffic, are visually objectionable, and are not permitted in areas as defined in Section 1.
Section 5
Retroactive
That this amendment to Ordinance 02-10 shall be retroactive and existing fencing in violation of this amendment shall be removed from areas as defined in Section 1 within ten (10) days after such notice of violation is issued by the City of Nevada Code Inspector and received by the property owner.

Section 6
Penalty
A fine for the violation of Nevada City Ordinance 04-04 shall be determined by the Judge of the Municipal Court and shall not exceed $500.00.

Section 7
Effective Date

This Ordinance 04-04, Amendment to Ordinance 02-10, Fence Regulations, shall become effective from and after its passage.
